The sophisticated content management capabilities of 

Content Circles then allow the user to track the movement of these documents as well as any edits or changes 

to these documents. Content Circles also remembers that the documents originated in the Alfresco repository 

and allows the user to synchronize the changes back to Alfresco with a single click in Content Circles.
